Path 1 Notification and Appeal

Overview of Path 1

All authorized golf clubs should run a club-wide handicap review at least once every 365 days, in addition to any
individual reviews conducted as needed. This path 1 workflow is consistent with the Rules of Handicapping™.

Run Handicap Review

The Handicap Committee has a 10-day window to
review and decide how to handle the
recommended Handicap Index® adjustments.

All communications take place directly between
the Committee and the player.

Appeals Procedure

The committee considers all available evidence
and determines whether an adjustment is
warranted.

Before applying an adjustment, the Committee
must notify the player and provide a timeframe for
response. A form is available to assist Committees
with the appeal process.

The Committee must allocate enough time to

review the appeal and decide on a course of action
within the new 10-day window.

Action Taken

Once the Committee reaches a final decision, it
ma)ll apply or deny the adjustment through the
tool.

If no action is taken within 10 days from the date
the handicap review was run, the recommended
adjustment’s status will automatically change to
Expired.
