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Padraig Harrington Wins the 2022 Championship

Nobody ever said winning a major championship - at any level
- is easy. Just ask Padraig Harrington. What looked like it would
be an easy Sunday stroll around Saucon Valley Country Club’s
Old Course turned into a much-too-close-for-comfort final
round of the 42nd U.S. Senior Open Championship.

Harrington, who began the day with a five-stroke cushion, had
to sweat out a one-stroke victory over 2019 champion Steve
Stricker, becoming the third consecutive player to win this
championship in his first appearance, and the 11th overall.

The 50-year-old carded a 1-over-par 72 for a 72-hole total of
10-under 274 to become the first player from the Republic of
Ireland to hoist the Francis D. Ouimet Memorial Trophy. He also
joined World Golf Hall of Famers Arnold Palmer, Gary Player,
Lee Trevino and Jack Nicklaus as the only multiple winners

of The Open Championship to also win the U.S. Senior Open.
Harrington, a three-time major champion, claimed the Claret
Jug in 2007 and 2008.

Harrington sealed his victory by holing a 30-foot birdie putt on
the par-4 15th hole, and closing with three solid two-putt pars.

“I think it’s special for me to win this one just because I’'ve never
won a USGA event,” said Harrington, who finished second to
Stricker in the season’s first senior major, the Regions Tradition,
in May. “I think that adds more than if you could turn around
and win a different senior major. But because | was never a U.S.
Open champion or a junior champion, it’s great to come and win
the senior one. It adds something that | never had in my career.”

Said a gracious Stricker, who captained the USA side to victory

over the European side led by Harrington last September in the
Ryder Cup: “Hats off to him. He played great. It was close, but

he was the better player this week.”

Stricker looked to be an afterthought on Sunday when he
bogeyed the par-4 third hole to drop seven strokes behind the
front-running Harrington. But Stricker showed why he’s won four
senior majors in his last 11 starts. He closed the front nine with
birdies on Nos. 8 and 9, then added another birdie on the par-5
12th.

As Harrington struggled to pull away, Stricker trimmed the defi-
cit to a manageable three strokes, sending folks to the record
book to see who owned the greatest final-round comeback in
U.S. Senior Open history. That belongs to Allen Doyle, who ral-
lied from nine back in 2005 at NCR Country Club in Kettering,
Ohio, with a final-round 63.

When Stricker, who trailed by eight entering Sunday, birdied No.
14 to get to 7 under for the championship, that comeback story
was alive and well. But two excellent birdie chances inside 10
feet on Nos. 15 and 16 will likely haunt Stricker. Those misses
came before he nearly aced the 144-yard, par-3 17th hole,

his ball stopping less than a foot from the hole. Then on 18,
Stricker’s 155-yard 9-iron approach to 6 feet set up a final birdie

and a remarkable 65.

Just a few moments before Stricker’s birdie, Harrington drained
his 30-footer on 15 to momentarily lead by two.

“We came out with a goal of shooting 6 or 7 under, my caddie
(Mario Tiziani) and I, and we ended up shooting the 6,” said
Stricker. “Yesterday really hurt (2-over 73); put me behind the
8-ball. I know how difficult it is to win a tournament, let alone a
U.S. [Senior] Open.

“I' knew if | could get up there and put a little pressure on him
and get to that 9-under number, you just never know. And it
did. | had to watch it all the way to the end. There were a couple
putts at 15 and 16 | wish | had over again. Could have been a
little different. [But] excited and happy about the way | played.”

By the time Stricker signed his card, Harrington still had three
holes remaining. Yet he didn’t make it easy on himself, having to
two-putt from 30-plus feet on 16 and 17 and from 25 feet on 18.
He made a clutch 5-foot par save on 17 to keep his one-stroke
cushion.

“I'm not a leader board watcher, but when | got through nine
holes I looked up and saw a six-shot lead,” said Harrington. “I
was quite chuffed with that. I hadn’t lost anything. | didn’t think
| played 10 and 11 badly, and | ended up making two bogeys,
which really set me back.

“At that stage | had to start thinking about the leader boards.
When | got around to 13, | think | saw a leader board that Steve
was 7. | thought he was 6, then he was 7, and that meant a two-
shot lead. | knew things were tight.”

Qualifier Mark Hensby, who has no status on any professional
tour, finished solo third at 4-under 280, one stroke ahead

of qualifier Rob Labritz, 2016 champion Gene Sauers and
Thongchai Jaidee.

NOTABLE - This is the first time in 25 years that the

U.S. Senior Open (Padraig Harrington), U.S. Open (Matt
Fitzpatrick) and U.S. Women’s Open (Minjee Lee) were all won
by non-Americans. In 1997, the three champions were Ernie
Els (U.S. Open), Graham Marsh (U.S. Senior Open) and Alison
Nicholas (U.S. Women’s Open).”

Hensby and Labritz, a pair of qualifiers, were among the top
15 and ties to earn an exemption into the 2023 U.S. Senior
Open at SentryWorld in Stevens Point, Wis. (June 29-July 2).
Also finishing among the top 15 was 68-year-old Jay Haas
T-7).

Labritz, a PGA Tour Champions rookie, continued to look
more like a fan than a competitor. Prior to teeing off at 2:40
p.m. EDT with Ernie Els, he posed for a photo with the two-
time U.S. Open champion, and he took panorama video with
his phone.

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Championship History

The first U.S. Senior Open Championship was played June
26-29, 1980, on the East Course of Winged Foot Golf Club in
Mamaroneck, N.Y. The championship was conducted for golf-
ers 55 and older, with a handicap limit of eight strokes for
amateurs.

Established as a result of the remarkable growth in senior golf,
both at the professional and amateur levels, the championship
attracted 631 entries. The final two rounds of the U.S. Senior
Open were broadcast live on national television beginning with
the inaugural championship, and it has been telecast nation-
ally ever since.

The 1980 field included former U.S. Open champions Lew
Worsham, Julius Boros, Ed Furgol, Jack Fleck and Tommy Bolt.
Former U.S. Amateur champion William C. Campbell was also
a competitor. Roberto De Vicenzo, a national hero in his native
Argentina, won with a 1-over 285, four strokes ahead of runner-
up Campbell.

In 1981, the USGA lowered the age minimum to 50 to make the
championship more competitive. The USGA also believed that
lowering the minimum age would place the Senior Open in the
mainstream of other senior competitions.

The second Senior Open was won by another national

hero, Arnold Palmer, 51, at Oakland Hills Country Club in
Birmingham, Mich. Palmer won in an 18-hole playoff with Bob
Stone and Billy Casper. With his victory, Palmer joined JoAnne
Gunderson Carner as the only players to win three different
USGA championships (Jack Nicklaus, Carol Semple Thompson,
Tiger Woods and Jill McGill have since accomplished this feat).

In 1982, at Portland (Ore.) Golf Club, Miller Barber won the first
of his three Senior Open titles. Barber shot a final-round 65 and
set the 72-hole scoring record of 282. He also won the 1984 and
1985 championships.

Dale Douglass broke Barber’s record in 1986 with a 72-hole
score of 279. In 1987, Gary Player lowered Douglass’s record

by a remarkable nine strokes when he shot a 72-hole score of
270 at Brooklawn Country Club in Fairfield, Conn., to win. He
was the only player to shoot four rounds in the 60s until Tom
Weiskopf turned the trick in his 1995 victory on the Blue Course
of Congressional Country Club in Bethesda, Md.

Don Pooley and Tom Watson staged the first three- or four-
hole playoff in 2002, after the format was installed in 1999.
Pooley won with a birdie on the fifth hole. His 63 in the third
round was the lowest score in Senior Open history until Loren
Roberts shot a 62 in the third round at Prairie Dunes Country
Club, in Hutchinson, Kan., in 2005. Kirk Triplett and Brandt
Jobe also carded 62s in the first and third rounds, respectively,
of the 2017 Senior Open at Salem Country Club, in Peabody,
Mass.

Kenny Perry became the sixth player to win multiple U.S. Senior
Opens in 2017 with a then championship scoring record of
16-under 264. He joined Barber, Player, Nicklaus, Hale Irwin
and Allen Doyle on the list of multiple winners. Steve Stricker
would shatter Perry’s scoring standard with a winning total

of 261 (19 under) in 2018 at The Warren Golf Course at Notre
Dame, in South Bend, Ind.

U.S. Open champions have performed extremely well in the
U.S. Senior Open, winning 11 of the 42 championships. U.S.
Open champions who have also won the Senior Open are
Arnold Palmer (1960 U.S. Open; 1981 Senior Open), Billy Casper
(1959, 1966 U.S. Open; 1983 Senior Open), Gary Player (1965
U.S. Open; 1987, 1988 Senior Open), Orville Moody (1969 U.S.
Open; 1989 Senior Open), Lee Trevino (1968, 1971 U.S. Open;
1990 Senior Open), Jack Nicklaus (1962, 1967, 1972, 1980 U.S.
Open; 1991, 1993 Senior Open), Hale Irwin (1974, 1979, 1990
U.S. Open; 1998, 2000 Senior Open) and Jim Furyk (2003 U.S.
Open; 2021 Senior Open)

In 2020, the U.S. Senior Open was canceled due to the COVID-
19 pandemic.
